They would be delivered between 11:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. the Thursday before the third weekend in October.  The Council will vote on ordering the trout at the next regular Council meeting.

Mayor Hayden reported the campground income is down $11,000 from last year, possibly due to the hot, muggy weather we have had this summer.  He also wondered if the Council may want to change the date for the closure of the road on the east side of the lake from October 15.  Discussion was to table the issue and discuss it at the next regular Council meeting.

The owner of the former Irving building was court ordered to tear the building down within 60 days.  City Attorney Hollahan reported he has been working on this case since 2007.
