Mayor Hayden said the parking area should be put in at the same time as the course.  It is on the curve from the east boat dock.  The plan is to have portable restrooms available at the halfway point of the course.

Mayor Hayden reported that the City will be receiving a check in the amount of $47,824.89 from Ameren from savings due to the energy blowers at the Wastewater Treatment Facility.  The bill was $2,000 less last month and should save an average of $3,000 per month, which will allow our investment to be paid within a year or a year and a half.

Mayor Hayden has received a new estimate for the oil and chip on the Newburg Township road to the lake.  The new estimate is $37,869 for the portion they would like from the City and Newburg Township has $40,000 in preparation work that would need to be done.  This would improve the road up to the far north entrance of the lake.

Alderman Ketchum thanked the City for the work they have done at King Park on the preparation for the sidewalk in front of the pool building.
