Mayor Hayden said he would like to meet with the Lake Advisory Board, Street & Alley Foreman 
Jeff Griggs, and Gas and Water Foreman Bruce McKee soon to discuss the applicants for the Park Ranger position.  We have good applicants and it may be tough to choose.
Mayor Hayden reported he has been getting calls on alleys and streets that need repair in town, although most of the money this year has already been allocated.  Jackson Street to Morrison to Piper Lane will be done this year.  He would also like to get samples of the base on Higbee Street in front of the high school to see if it can be scraped to get by for now and redone next year.  Alderman Wombles stated it has been milled twice and the material is not good for high traffic areas and the busses are heavy, which is not good for the road.  The Mayor has also received complaints on the sidewalk near the old Temptations building on East Adams Street.  Gas and Water Foreman Bruce McKee said he was going to talk to the street department tomorrow about cutting the concrete so they can dig up the main.  Hopefully the repairs can be done within a week or two.  Mayor Hayden would like to get the old Mike’s Tavern lot cleaned and leveled off.  The old Irving Building lot also needs cleaned up and leveled.  Zoning and Building Permit Administrator Tom Reinhardt stated he was going to contact the owner when the weather got better.  Mayor Hayden said a Capital Improvements wish list has been created and has $6 million worth of projects on it.  Alderman Knight reported the new dock at the lake is sinking and the approach may have to be extended to fix it.  He is still working on getting a kayak ramp on the east side of the lake. 
Alderman Ketchum said the King Park lagoon will be stocked with trout at 1:30 p.m. Tuesday, March 26 but asks that no one fish until April 6, 2019 at 5:00 a.m.  “No fishing” signs will be put up and those violating the no fishing rule are subject to a ticket.  There will be a meeting at City Hall Thursday to wrap up plans for the trout fishing kickoff.  Once again, he announced there will be no fall trout supplied this fall.

Max Middendorf reported there were about a dozen helpers at the disc golf work day at Pittsfield Lake Saturday.  The course was 70-80% cleared and they are waiting for the City to clean up the brush that was cleared.  There will most likely be one more work day and then they will be ready to set the posts.
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Zoning and Building Permit Administrator Tom Reinhardt reported the fountain was put back in the lagoon today.

City Attorney Mike Hollahan said the suggestion by the Illinois Municipal League to approve an ordinance dealing with panhandling is not an issue the City of Pittsfield has to worry about at this time.  Panhandling refers to homeless and begging and soliciting refers to goods or services.
